1. Day Nurseries

Day nurseries are welfare facilities to provide care for infants and children
whose parents work during the day or are unable to provide care them be-
cause of illness or other reasons.

3. Compulsory Education: Elementary School/Junior High School
Japanese parents are legally obligated to send their children to elementary
school for 6 years and junior high school for 3 years.

Foreign parents are not obligated to send their children to school. However, if
they choose to do so, these are some schools that accept foreign students. All
classes are taught in Japanese and the school year starts in April and ends in
March. No tuition fees are charged and text books are free although schools
charge for lunches. It is a requirement for junior high school students to buy
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and wear school uniforms.

To enrol in high school, the student is required to sit an entrance exam. The
