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Nature and Climate

Kutchan is characterised by four distinct seasons, including a cool alpine
summer and a cold winter with the heaviest snowfall in Hokkaido.

O Spring (Apr.-Jun.): Refreshing weather with new green leaves and
flowers. Average temperature is about 10°C . Cherry blossoms bloom in May.
O Summer (Jul.-Aug.): Dry hot weather with the highest average
temperature of 20°C . Alpine plants are at their best in early July.

O Autumn (Sept.-Oct.): Temperatures drop with each rainfall and evening
temperatures can drop below freezing. The leaves begin to change colour in
September.

O Winter (Nov.-Mar.): The temperature can drop to -20 °C . The maximum
snow depth can reach up to about 2m.
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History

Settlers first cleared this area for permanent residence in 1892. Most of the
first settlers were from Tokushima prefecture in Shikoku Island. Kutchan
village was separated from Abuta village in 1893 and was reorganised into a
town in 1916. Thanks to the fertile land, the population exceeded 10,000 in
1903 and became an important centre with branches of government agencies
and transportation terminals.

Kutchan is surrounded by the beautiful Niseko mountain range, stunning Mt.
Yotei and the Shiribetsu River (one of the clearest rivers in Japan). The main
industries in the area are agriculture and tourism. Local specialties include
agricultural products such as potatoes and outdoor activities such as cycling,
rafting, skiing and snowboarding. As an one of the World famous mountain
resorts, Kutchan attracts tourists both foreign and domestic.
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Origin of the Name of Town
The word “Kutchan” originates from the indigenous Ainu language. It is said
that phonetically equivalent kanji (Chinese characters) were put to the word
“Kut-Shan-i” which means “place flowing from a pipe.”
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Specialties of Kutchan

Potatoes, Yotei melon, Niseko Sake and Udon noodles and Rice (“Nanatsu-
boshi”) etc.
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Enjoy Winter Life in Kutchan by Following These Points:

1. Rooms are usually heated by oil heaters. Because the indoor and outdoor

temperature are different, it is important to layer clothing so it is easy to

regulate your own body temperature.

2. The road surface is icy and slippery so it is important to wear suitable

shoes (such as winter shoes/boots).

3. If the temperature drops to -4 degrees Celsius or less, the water pipes

might freeze. Be especially careful if you are away from your home for a long

period of time. Drain the water system before you leave. If the water pipes

freeze, please refer to pages 44-45.

4.When using the heater, it is important to ventilate the room for your own

safety.

Each resident is notified of his or her own 12-digit Individual Number (also known as
“My number”) beginning in October 2015.

Your Individual Number is used for administrative procedures related to social
security, taxation, and disaster response.

After the registration of your resident address in Japan, your municipality sends a
notification card showing your individual number to the address appearing in your
resident record. This notification card is sent to those who have registered their
residencies in Japan for the first time. As “My number” is required for overseas
remittance, please keep this notification card safe with your residence card, special
permanent resident certificate etc.

A notification card is send by simple registered mail to an individual. Therefore, a
notification card returns to the town office if you have not registered your address
at the post office. Please register your address at the post office as well as at the
town office. You can pick up a returned notification card at Residential Affairs Section
(Window #1) in the town office if you bring your residence card.

Obtaining a Seal Registration Certificate

One Seal Registration Certificate is ¥300.

When applying for a Seal Registration Certificate (in person or as a proxy), please
present the Seal Registration Card. Without it, a Seal Registration Certificate cannot be
issued (personal seal is not necessary).

When asking a proxy to obtain a Seal Registration Certificate, please ask them to take
your Seal Registration Card (Power of Attorney document and your registered seal are
not necessary).
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‘ Public Medical Insurance

Residents of Japan are gbliged to enrol in a public medical insurance scheme.
There is company health insurance (Employees' Health Insurance) for those who
are employed at participating companies and national health insurance for others.
There is also the Advanced Elderly Medical Service System, which mainly for
people aged 75 and over.

1. Company Health Insurance (Employees' Health Insurance)

This insurance is for those who are employed at a participating company. The company
is obliged to arrange enrolment and ensure payment of the premium is made.

2. National Health Insurance (NHI)

This insurance is managed by Hokkaido government and local municipalities.
Those requiring National Health Insurance:

-Those who are not enroled in a company insurance at their workplace.

-Those who are registered with an address in Kutchan and hold a visa valid for
more than three months from entry into Japan.

New Health Insurance system

A new system based on the My Number Insurance Card began on December 2, 2024.

Benefits

Those who are enrolled in NHI can receive benefits in the following cases:
Examples

-Birth: a lump-sum payment for a childbirth and child-rearing is paid.
-Death: funeral expenses are paid to the chief mourner.

In the Event of an Accident

If you suffer damage or injury from a third party such as a traffic accident,
please submit a third party inflicted damage or injury report. If you receive
medical expenses from the third party or settle out of court for the accident
before the report, then the expenses will not be covered by NHI. Please consult
the NHI Section at the Town Office beforehand.

Requirements for application: Health Insurance Certificate, Accident Certificate
(issued by the police) and your personal seal.

Cases not Covered by Public Medical Insurance
-Cases not considered as illnesses:

Private medical checkups, vaccinations, pregnancy, childbirth, teeth straight-
ening, body odor, skin blemishes, cosmetic surgery, abortion (for non health-
related reasons), etc.

An injury or iliness suffered at work is covered by worker's accident insurance.
-Payment of insurance money will be limited in the following cases:

Deliberate crimes, accidents or injuries and diseases due to drunken behavior
or physical fights, actions not adhering to doctor’s advice, etc.

-Medical expenses exceeding a certain limit

When medical expenses exceed the limit, the excess amount can be
reimbursed later if your application is approved by the National Health
Insurance Section at the Kutchan Town Office.

If you present a Certificate of Maximum Payable Amount or a My Number
Insurance Card to the medical institute, you will never be required to pay above
that limit during your visit. When your payment of the medical expenses will
become large amount of money, please ensure to apply for this certificate at
town office before your payment.

Special Re-entry Permit

Foreign nationals in possession of a valid passport and a residence card who will be re-
entering Japan to continue their activities in Japan within 1 year of their departure or by the
expiration date of the period of stay, whichever comes first, will in principle, not be required
to apply for a re-entry permit at a Regional Immigration Bureau any more.

Note the followings when you leave Japan on this “Special Re-entry Permit”.

1) When you leave Japan, be sure to check the specified box of an embarkation card for
reentrant (ED card) to express that you are leaving Japan on the special re-entry permit.
At departure, be sure to present your residence card as well as your passport and the ED
card.

2) Once you have left Japan on this special re-entry permit, if you fail to re-enter Japan
within 1 year of their departure or by the expiration date of the period of stay, whichever
comes first, you will lose your resident status.

3) Once you have left Japan on this special re-entry permit, you will not be able to extend
the permit while abroad. Before you leave, apply for a re-entry permit at a Regional
Immigration Bureau, in case you might stay outside Japan longer than a year.

Re-entry Permit
If foreign nationals temporarily leave Japan more than 1 year while their visa is still valid,
they are required to apply for a re-entry permit at a Regional Immigration Bureau prior to
leaving Japan. A re-entry permit allows you to re-enter Japan with the same visa until the
visa expiry date.

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‘ Forestland Ownership Notification System

In accordance with the amendment to the Forest Act of Japan in April 2011, those
who become forestland owners, whether as an individual or a corporation, regardless
of the land area on or after 1 April 2012, are obligated to report the ownership to the
relevant municipalities.

1) Subject to Notification System

*Any forest land owners acquired through transaction, inheritance, donation,
corporate merger or any other means are subject to the notification system.

*Any forestland subject to the forest plan formulated by the Hokkaido government is
subject to the notification system.

*Note that the land, which is not classified as, but is possibly forestland, is also likely
subject to the notification system upon acquisition.

2) Notification Period

New owners of private forest land designated in the regional forest plan developed by
Hokkaido must submit the Notification of Forestland Ownership form within 90 days
from the date on which they become owners of the forestland.

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@ Constructing a building

Kutchan Town is subject to heavy snowfall for approximately 6 months per year.
Annual snowfall is over 10 meters and snow depth is sometimes over 2 meters. In
order to be safe during winter, Kutchan Town has the General Rule of Construction
in Kutchan, to ensure that there is proper space for snow to accumulate and/or slide
from the roof.

In general principle, snow falling from a roof and/or snow cornice should be disposed
of within his/her own premises. Therefore, the General Rule of Construction in
Kutchan specifies the minimum requirements of space between a building and a road,
space between a building and a boundary line of a building site with an adjoining site,
and securing a parking space.

Those who are going to construct a building must apply for Building Confirmation
based on the Building Standard Law and Landscape Confirmation in compliance with
the Landscape Act. Furthermore, these buildings must follow the General Rule of
Construction as required by Kutchan Town. A building plan should ensure sufficient
space for snow to avoid any safety concerns during winter. Please refer to the
General Rule of Construction in Kutchan, which is posted on the town’s website etc.,
for detailed information. (English version is also available at Town office.)

Abstract of General Rule of Construction in Kutchan

O Building Plan

+ Snow sliding from a roof and/or snow cornice should be disposed of within his/her
own premises. Therefore, all building plans must ensure space for snow disposal.

+ Ensure space for snow sliding off from a roof and snow disposal space with
consideration about the shape and the slope of the premises.

+ In case of the premises which is not possible to ensure the space for snow sliding
off from a roof, alternative strategies must apply such as putting a falling snow-proof
roof etc.

- Due to the high maintenance cost and electricity expense of snow brackets and
roof heating system, bear snow disposal in mind from the initial plan.

+ Layout planning must ensure enough parking space during winter.

O Snow Shedding from roofs

+ As the falling distance of snow changes, depending on the climate every year,
you must keep sufficient distance between your property's snow shedding zone and
adjacent land.

Please apply the formula, following the Guideline for Construction, to plan effectively
against this issue, to reduce your burden and liability for snow falling from your
premises.

Real estate companies, design offices and construction companies should propose
appropriate building plans and construction methods to prevent safety hazards for
clients during winter.

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. Long-Term Care Insurance

Long-term care insurance is a system where society shares the financial
burden for nursing care regardless of whether you use or not, allowing us
to use the services with a sense of security when we become old enough to
need them.

Long-Term Care Insurance Premium Payments Begin When You Become 40
Years Old

All citizens including foreign nationals who become 40 years old are obligated
to enrol in the long-term care insurance system and pay the insurance
premiums. The health insurance premiums you pay before you turn 40
years old include medical care insurance and assistance for people aged 75
and older. Once you turn 40 years old, the health insurance premium will in
addition include the long-term care insurance premium.

The premiums will be collected along with your national health insurance or
your health insurance provided by your place of employment. In this case,
you will become a long-term care insurance category 2 insured person. When
you become 65 years old, you will receive the Long-Term Care Insurance
Certificate as a category 1 insured person and qualify for nursing care
services. In this case, premiums are basically withdrawn from your pension
benefit payments.

Water Pipe Freezing

When the temperature drops below -4T, water pipes may burst due to the water
freezing and expanding. Before going to bed in winter or when you are away
from home for a long time, please drain the water out of the water pipes. Even
though you may keep your apartment warm, the pipes may be exposed to the
air, such as in stairwells, where it may be cold enough to freeze water pipes.
Also, please drain the water out the water pipes when the weather forecast
warns of pipe freezing.

-How to prevent your water pipes from freezing

The best way to prevent your water pipes from freezing is to drain the water out
by using the drain valve.

There are various types of drain valves and their location and how to adjust
them varies according to the building. If you live in a rental property such as an
apartment, please ask the landlord or caretaker about the best way to drain the
water out of the pipes.

-The most common way to drain the water out of the water pipe

Manual

1. Close the drain valve.

2. Turn on the tap and drain the water.

3. Turn the tap off after draining.

Electric

1. Operate the switch panel.

2. If required, turn on the tap and open the air intake valve to drain the last of
the water.

3. Turn off the tap and air intake valve after draining.

-If the water pipe freezes
If the water pipe freezes, it may burst. Take one of the following measures.

-If the water pipe freezes slightly
Warm up the room. Put a towel around the pipe or tap and pour warm water on
it.

If you cannot thaw the pipe by yourself

Please employ the services of a water main construction company to thaw the
pipe. There will be a charge for this service.

Note: The Water Service Division at Kutchan Town Office does not undertake
any work or give instructions on how to drain water from or thaw water pipes.

Sewerage / Waste Water

Please adhere to the following in order to prevent problems:

-Do not flush kitchen oil or chemicals down the drain.

Cooking oil must be absorbed into a piece of cloth or solidified.
Please dispose of waste in the burnable garbage category or
request collection from an appropriate company.

-Do not use kitchen waste disposal machines.

Do not flush anything other than toilet paper down the toilet.
-Place a net or lattice on drains to prevent leftovers and hairs from
flowing into them.

-Check drainpipes regularly.

Repairs to drainpipes in private premises should be done by the
owner of the building. Kutchan Town cannot repair the pipe. If you
are renting property, please contact your landlord.

. Electricity, Gas & Kerosene

The voltage in Kutchan is 100V or 200V, and the frequency is 50Hz.

town. When you buy gas and kerosene, please contact any of the town’s fuel
companies directly (please ask your landlord for the nearest fuel company).

Connecting the Electricity

1. Turn on the switches on the circuit breaker box and confirm that the lighting
is working. If the lighting is not working, please contact the contracted electric
power company. (e.g. Hokkaido Electric Power Company on 0120-12-6565)

2. If the lighting is working, you will need to fill in the form provided by the
electric power company called Application to Use Electricity and post it (no
need to attach a stamp) to the address shown on the form.

Power Outage

The most likely reason for this is that too much electricity is being used. Please
turn off all electrical appliances and then turn on all the switches at the circuit
breaker box.

Searching for a House or Apartment
There are many different types of housing available in Kutchan. When looking
for accommodation, you should contact a real estate agency. If you are not
fluent in Japanese, you should bring along someone who can interpret for
you to facilitate the procedure. The style of rooms in Japanese houses and
apartments are symbolised by K (kitchen), D (dining room) and L (living room),
for example, 2LDK or 3LDK. The size of a room is measured by the number
of tatami mats. Public housing in Kutchan is announced in the town magazine
and website when vacancies become available. Public Housing applications
are subject to certain conditions.

The size of a room is estimated by the number of
tatami mats

One tatamimat=1jo (0.9 m x 1.8 m)

Land and housing lots are estimated by tsubo

1 tsubo = 2 jo (approximately 3.3 m?)

Contracts

After you have found accommodation, you can enter into a rental contract.
Prior to signing or stamping your seal on the contract, please confirm what you
need to pay carefully. There are some things particular to renting in Japan,
such as reikin (non-returnable gratitude money or "key money").

@ Yachin (rental fee): Yachin is the monthly rent. You may have to pay a full
month's rent if you move in mid month.

@ Shikikin (refundable deposit): This is money (equivalent to one or two
months' rent) provided to the landlord as security for your rent. It is returned to
you when you move out. However, if you do not pay the rent or if the property
needs repairing through negligence, this money may be used by the landlord
to cover the amount of rent or repair cost owed.

@ Reikin (gratitude money): This money (equivalent to 1-3 months' rent) is
given to the landlord and/or real estate agency. It is not refundable.

@ Chukairyo (realtor's fee): This is commission paid to the real estate agent.
This fee is usually equivalent to one month's rent.

@ Kanrihi (management fee): This is to be paid together with the rent to the
landlord as a component of house or apartment management costs.

When you sign a contract, you will normally have to pay the equivalent of about
six months' rent although this depends largely on the landlord.

Contract Cancellation

You should inform the landlord one month in advance if you would like to cancel the
contract. As a general rule, the refundable deposit will be returned to you. You may
not be able to receive the full amount if there is damage to the rental property. In
cases of serious damage, additional payments may be required.

Moving Procedures

Prior to moving into a rental property, you will need to connect the electricity, gas
and water. Please see page 40 for water service and page 46 for electricity and
gas. When you move out you must pay any outstanding charges and rates. It is
recommended to inform your local post office of your change of

address in time to have your mail delivered to your new address.

Neighborhood associations , Chonaikai

"Chonaikai" is neighborhood and local companies associations for the improvement
of the community and environment for local area. Their functions are listed below.
e.g.)Pick up the garbage in the street, cleaning the garbage station, plant flowers
in the street, corporate snow removal, announcement and organize the removing
snow day, social communication events, patrol for crime prevention, street lights set
up, bearing the electricity bill and the bulletins of the suspicious person (neighbors
watch).

Chonaikai organizes the garbage station, removal snow and cleaning, so you may
not use the garbage station if you don't join the Chonaikai.

The property owner and resident are recommended to join the Chonaikai to keep
the local environment clean and tidy. The activities are funded by resident member's
fees.

Opening a Bank Account

To open a bank account, you will need personal ID such as a residence card
and your personal seal. When you set up an account, apply for an ATM card
and choose a four-digit personal identification number (PIN). Your bankcard will
be mailed to you. Please check with your bank for details.

Remitting Money within Japan or Overseas

You can remit money through any bank. When you transfer money this way,
the bank teller will ask you to fill out an application form with the name, address
and telephone number of the receiver, their bank name, branch name, type of
account and account number.

International remittances can also be sent and received. For more details,
inquire at your local bank.

Automatic Account Transfer

You can pay your utility bills directly from your regular savings account. To have
your utility bills taken automatically from your account, you will need a bank
book, your personal seal and the utility bill or receipt if available. After you have
completed the procedure, your bills will be paid automatically and the amount
will be deducted from your account on a fixed day every month.

Receipts will be mailed to you by the utility company.

Using an ATM (Automatic Teller Machine)

You can use your cash card at an ATM to withdraw, deposit cash and to remit
money within Japan. To withdraw cash from an ATM, insert your cash card and

International Mail

There are three types of international mail. The cost depends on region and
weight.

- Airmail

While airmail is faster than shipping, it is expensive. Be sure to write clearly '
by airmail ' or ' par avion ' on the item.

- Economy Air (SAL)

This service for international mail is handled as surface mail in both Japan and
the destination country but as airmail between the two countries. This service
is faster than surface mail and the cost is lower than airmail.

- Surface Mail

Mail is sent by ship. Delivery takes longer although the rates are very low.

Approximate Delivery Times:
Airmail 5-21 days

It takes approximately 6 to 13 days for mail to arrive at the
SAL destination. In some cases, it may take longer due to the handling
system of the destination country.

Surface mail |2-4 months

- Regular mail

The maximum weight for regular mail is 2kg. Postage charges are determined
by the weight of the letter and the destination country.

- Postcard

Postage is ¥90 for surface mail and ¥100 for airmail anywhere in the world.

- EMS (Express Mail Service)

EMS is the fastest mail service you can use for international mail. The process
progress can be tracked online via the Track and Trace service. Letters and
articles can be sent together.

If you are away from home when a package, registered letter or other parcel
requiring a signature or personal seal is delivered, a postcard will be left in your
mailbox.

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. Driving in Japan

In order to drive a car in Japan, you need to have a valid Japanese driver's
licence or an international driver's licence. The minimum age for driving is
18 years old although persons aged 16 years old and above can obtain a
motorcycle license.

An International Driving Permit (IDP) based under the Convention on Road
Traffic (the Geneva Convention)

- This must be issued by a signatory country to the Geneva Convention.

- IDP is valid for one year from the date of issue or one year from the date of
your entry to Japan, whichever is shorter. In the case of loss, IDP cannot be
reissued in Japan and driving without it will be considered driving unlicensed.

- You must carry your passport and resident card upon driving, as authorized
officials may ask for these additional identifications to verify the effective period
of your license in Japan.

A driver’s licence issued from a region or country that does not issue IDP but
share the same licencing system as Japan

- A licence obtained in the countries or regions of Switzerland, Germany,
France, Belgium, Monaco, or Taiwan (as of November 2023).

- When driving with an eligible licence, you must carry a Japanese translation
issued by one of the authorized agencies noted below.

- The license is valid for one year from the date of your entry to Japan. It must
be changed to a Japanese licence after one year.(see p.80)

- You must carry your passport and resident card when driving.

Converting a Foreign Driver’s Licence to a Japanese Driver's Licence

The Japan-resident holders of foreign driving licences can convert their foreign
licence to a Japanese licence through an abbreviated examination process.

Driving Safely

1. Everyone must wear a seatbelt.
2. Do not drink and drive.
3. Observe the speed limit on the road sign.
4. Avoid passing dangerously.
5. Understand the differences between summer and winter roads.
(Winter roads are very slippery and dangerous. Please make sure you
change to winter tyres in advance of any snowfall and drive more carefully).
6.Do not use mobile phones while driving.

Traffic Violation Penalties

If you violate traffic regulations you will be fined and a number of points will
be added to your record. Drunk driving is prohibited by law in Japan. A blood
alcohol concentration of 0.3mg/l or higher (0.15mg/l in breath) is considered
driving under the influence. The laws relating to drunk driving are different from
other countries and are lot stricker. Drunk driving is a serious crime. Never drive
if you have had even a sip of alcohol.

If you cannot speak Japanese, it is recommended you bring someone to
translate for you. )

Fill out a registration form and submit this with your Health Insurance Certificate
and then wait in the lounge until your name is called.

If you do not have a Health Insurance Certificate at the time of payment, you will
be required to pay the whole amount of the fee. If you are covered by travel
insurance, you should take your insurance policy to the hospital. You will need
a receipt, medical certificate, etc. for your claim. For further details, please ask
your insurance company.

Medical Consultation

Complete a questionnaire of your symptoms, medical history, allergies, etc.
When your name is called, enter the consulting room and the doctor will give
you tests, diagnosis or treatment as necessary.

Payment

After consultation, wait in the lounge again. When your name is called, pay your
bill at the reception and receive your medicine.

In some clinics, you are asked to go to the hospital's designated pharmacy with
the doctor's prescription.

Calling an Ambulance

If you suddenly feel seriously unwell and cannot get to a hospital or clinic by
yourself, or there is an accident, an ambulance will take you to hospital free of
charge.

3. Compulsory Education: Elementary School/Junior High School
Japanese parents are legally obligated to send their children to elementary
school for 6 years and junior high school for 3 years.
Foreign nationals are not obligated to send their children to Japanese public
school. However, if they prefer to do so, please contact Board of Education. All
classes are taught in Japanese except foreign languages class and the school
year starts in April and ends in March. No tuition fees are charged and text
books are free although schools charge for lunches. Junior high school students
must wear the prescribed school uniforms.

Earthquake

Japan has many earthquakes. In recent years, there have been many strong
earthquakes causing significant damage. Therefore it is important to be properly
prepared in the event of an earthquake regardless of where or when it happens
so that damage is minimised.

If an Earthquake Occurs

Preparing for an Earthquake

-Secure drawers, book
shelves and heavy
furniture to the wall or floor.

-Make an emergency pack
including flashlight, radio,
supply of drinking water
and food, clothes and a
first aid kit etc.

-Confirm where your
nearest emergency shelter
is and discuss with your
family where to meet in
advance.

1. Ensure that you are safe.

2. Extinguish all fires quickly and completely.

3. Ensure an escape route by leaving a door
or window open.

4. Stay calm and do not rush out of buildings.

5. Be careful of broken glass in the room.

6. Stay away from the walls when you leave
the building.

7. Make sure all electricity breakers are off
and main gas is turned off.

8. Help neighbors with first-aid and rescues.

9. Have correct information and act carefully.

After an Earthquake

After an earthquake, there is the danger of after-shocks (yoshin), landslides
(gake kuzure) and tidal-waves (tsunami). If possible utilise information from the
radio, newspaper, television, etc.

Nuclear Disaster

Kutchan Town is located within a 30 km radius (UPZ) of the Tomari Nuclear
Power Plant.

The plant is not currently in operation, but if an accident occurs, instructions on
the circumstances will be given via the Disaster Prevention Radio. Please follow
them.

1.Shelter indoors 2. Evacuate outside the area
