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@Mt. Yotei can be difficult. Round trips can exceed 10
hours. Please bring your own supplies.

@There are no toilets, except for in the shelter hut.

@Temperatures between the peak and bottom can
vary by 10°C. Beware changing weather and strong
winds.

@Do not leave the course trail.

@Tents and camping are prohibited.

@Do not take any wild plants and do not feed the
animals.

@Please take your trash home with you.

@Please keep your pets on a leash.

@Before climbing: Alert the nearest police station and
submit a climbing plan, or submit a mountain entry
report at the mountain entrance.

@Please read the reverse side before using the
mountain hut.
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With its graceful appearance, the
stratovolcano Mount Yotei (Shiribeshi-yama) is
a mountain emblematic of Hokkaido. Mt. Yotei
is often called "Ezo Fuji", as it could easily be
mistaken for Mt. Fuji due to their similarly
elegant forms. Mt. Yotei is also one of the 100
Famed Japanese Mountains.

The area around Yotei is a part of the
Shikotsu-Toya National Park, full of exquisute
scenes of nature- untouched, as if frozen in
time. This beautiful area blesses visitors with
hiking and nature watching opportunities, but
also requires protection.

Protected species have been identified among
Mt. Yotei's vegetation . Over 100 flower
varieties bloom between July and August over
1700m elevation, and over 130 species of
birds inhabit the mountain.

The trail is relatively gentle at first, then steepens after 20-30 mins. A wind cave is at the
1.5th station after the slope becomes slightly gentle. The 7th station is located after
passing through a tunnel of creeping pines. Watch your step on the scree slope after the
8th station. At the 9th station fork, both the right path via the mountain hut and the left path
via kitayama lead you to the peak.
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The trail steepens and zigzag after the 4th station. From the 8th station (1,600m), the trail
passes around the ridge stretching from the peak to the southwest and over a rocky and
dry valley. Ropes are provided, though be aware of unstable slope. Alpine plants are
abundant around the 9th station. At the fork, the left path leads you to the mountain hut

and the right path leads you to the col of the large crater wall. Tread carefully on the
barren rocky southeastern crater wall.
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The 4th station is close when you pass 800 m and there's a ridge to your right. Watch
your step as due to collapses in the valley on the right side, some areas are unstable.
Towards the 6th station (1,200 m) the view will improve and you will be able to see all of
Mt. Shiribetsudake. The trail then steepens and zig-zags. The trail by the 8th station is

unstable towards the right valley. Please walk with caution. The final steep, rocky slope
will lead you to the southern crater wall. The top of this formation is the highest point.
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The trail steepens around 1,000 m, right around where Erman's Birch are abundant. From
the 7th station the trail will zig zag. Around 1,600 m there's a viewpoint where you can see
various mountains around the Sapporo outskirts. Beyond this point, the trail's rockface is
unstable in areas. Watch your step. As you continue to climb and enjoy the mountaineous
flora, you will aproach the peak- follow the fork to the left to reach the highest point.
